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Note: The McManis Table Auto Flexlon panel is ldentlcal to the Ultimate except that it doesn't
have the Delay Qn/Off Switch (13).

(6) On-Ultimate Tables furn the Flexion Delay switch (13) off. On other Tables fumn the Up Delay
‘Knoh (12) and the Down Delay. Knob (11) completely countsr-clockwise.

(7) Tun adjustments 4,5, 14 and 15 all the way the right (clockwxse) Adjustments 14 & 15 must be

‘dane with & small screwdriver.

(8) Press "Load" and "Start" (7 &8). Dependmg on the age of the panel, the pelvic may stay up ar
go down. If it goss down go to Step '9'. If it goes up go to Step '10". -

(8 ) If pelvic gaes down, furm Adjus’cment 15 slawlypcounter-clockwise until pelvic raises and then tum

just a little more. The pelvic will now move to and stay at the top position with the motor continuing
fo run, Now tum Adjustment 14 slowly counter-ciackwise untit the pelvic jowers. The table should

now continue flexing up and down.

(10) If the pelvic stays up tum Adjustment 14 slowty counter-clackwise untit the pslvic lowers. Now tumn
Adjustment 15 slowly counter-clogkwise until pelvic ralses and then tum just a fiitle more. The

table shautd now continue flexing up and down,
